Applying what we learn!

For the past several days, | thought to myself. What do | want to say to the
members of the Chapter | family? | try not to waste your time with meaningless
chatter that has no reason. So | would like to take this time to talk to you about a
couple of things that we learn about or hear all the time but don’t often use.

First is hand and arm signals. When | observed the driving portion of the &
Road Captains course, | got to refresh my memory about some simple hand and
arm signals that can make a difference as we drive down
the road. Whether to go single file or a staggered forma-
tion based off of the road conditions or other obstacles in
our paths. What about when we are turning left, right or
stopping. CB’s are convenient and have made the proc-
ess of communicating very simple. But how do you know
that the message you are sending is the message that is received? At times our
message is confusing or unclear as we communicate between each other. The abil-
ity to send that visual message when rapid communication is vital can make the dif-
ference. Take time out to refresh yourself on the various hand and arm signals that
we as motorcyclists use from time to time.

Reaction to other drivers out there that may or may not see us from time to time.
When our group was heading over to the Jet Boat ride parking lot, we were making a left turn at an intersec-
tion. We had the right away as the green arrow indicated. As | looked in my mirror at Jeri Wood who was
riding behind me | watched her swerve her motorcycle hard left and then back to the right to get back in line.
What | didn't see at first was the car that had pulled out right in front of her with little to no reaction time. It
was a perfect reaction to a potentially dangerous incident. | can't commend her enough for her attention to
her surroundings and smooth reaction to the situation.

Last but not least, | learned a valuable lesson last time | went out on a motorcycle ride about having the
right gear for the trip. Luckily | did not have a flat tire but | was ready if | did. But I still do have some things to
learn as | develop. | never take it personal as another rider tells me something | could do better or a different
way | should ride. It only makes me a better rider not only for myself and Beccky but for other members if |
am riding as a member of a group. So | thank you all for your guidance and knowledge that you pass on to
me.
